Where will practice be held? In the Grand Blanc community — exact location TBD.

When will practice be held? All football teams will practice at the same time and location. Football practice will typically be held
on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday 5:30pm to 7:30.

NOTE: Cheerleading practice will be held twice a week — also starting at 5:30p.m. ending at 7:00. Tuesdays/Thursdays Only.
Same location as Football Players.
